Dress Up Nights 
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♦ All payments will be made in whole at time of registration. 

• No collections will be made at time of Check-in or after the camp season. 

♦ No “walk-in” registrations will be taken.  All registrations must be made one 
week before the camp start date. 

♦ In case of cancellation… 

• $75 of the registration fee is non-refundable. 

• All cancellations not made in writing at least two weeks prior to the start date of camp 
will forfeit the full cost of camp. 

• If a camp offering is cancelled, a transfer or refund may be available. 

♦ Transfers among Impact 2818 offerings...  

• Transfers from one camp to another will be made at an additional cost of $15 plus 
any difference in the offering cost. 

• Transfers must be made two weeks prior to the registered camp start date and one 
week prior to the transferring camp start date. 

• Participants on a camp waiting list may not be subject to transfer fees.

From State Road 13 (north edge of North Web-
ster)… 

• Turn east onto Epworth Forest Road. 
• Follow this road about 1/2 mile to 6th Trail.  

There is a sign for Epworth Forest at this road.  
Turn right onto 6th Trail. 

• This road will curve left and turn into Wesley 
Lane.  Follow Wesley Lane until you see Cokes-
bury on your right and Wesley House on your 
left.   

• Turn left into the parking lot in front of Wesley 
House. 

• Upon arrival at Epworth Forest, proceed imme-
diately to the registration area.  Registra-
tion is located at the Statue of Jesus 
(behind Wesley House).
